· As part of the spelling and grammar test, the children will be tested on their spelling ability during SATs week in May. The government has given statuatory spellings for each year group (see last few pages of the booklet) as well as key spelling rules for each year group (yr 6 included in this booklet). 
· I have attached the year 3-6 national curriculum spelling lists so the children can make sure they know all of them from KS2 (Yr3-6), including the meaning. (We will obviously be working on the Yr 6 list this year.)
· It is important the children take a ‘little and often’ approach to learning their spellings. E.g. 10 minutes most days of the week is far better than 40 minutes once a week.
Activities they could do to help learn them include:

-Make cards with each word on. Can you use them to create a game?

-Spellings into sentences – here you use a dictionary to look them up and then put the word into a sentence.
-How many different sentences can they think of containing the word _____ ?

The rule
