Curriculum

Subject Intent

As Writers we will be writing letters of persuasion from the point of

view of others. We will also be using different word classes in our
writing and selecting words for effect.

As Readers we will read and appreciate a range of fiction and non-
fiction texts around Anglo Saxons and Europe.
