Communication and Language Development 
• Develop their communication, but may 

continue to have problems with irregular 

tenses and plurals, such as ‘runned’ for ‘ran’ 

’swimmed’ for ‘swam’. 

• Develop their pronunciation but may have 

problems saying some sounds: r,j,th,ch, and sh 

– multisyllabic words such as ‘hippopotamus’. 

• Use a wider range of vocabulary. 

• Engage in non-fiction books 

• Listen to and talk about selected non-fiction 

to develop a deep familiarity with new 

knowledge and vocabulary. 

 

 

Physical Development 

• Increasingly able to use and remember sequences and 

patterns of movements which are related to music and 

rhythm. 

• Combine different movements with ease and fluency. 

• Further develop and refine a range of ball skills including 

throwing, catching, kicking, passing, batting and aiming.  

• Develop confidence, competence, precision and accuracy 

when engaging in activities that involve a ball. 

 

 

 

Personal, Social and Emotional 

Development 

• Understand gradually how others might be 

feeling. 

• Think about the feelings of others. 

 

 

Literacy Development 
• Write al or some of their name. 

• Write some letters accurately. 

• Write short sentences with words with known 

sound-letter correspondences using a capital 

letter and full stop. 

• Re-read what they have written to check that it 

makes sense. 

Mathematics Development 
• Link numerals and amounts: for example, showing 

the right number of objects to match the numeral 

up to 5. 

• Describe a familiar route. 

• Notice and correct an error in a repeating pattern. 

• Experiment with their own symbols and marks as 

well as numerals. 

• Compare quantities using language: ‘more than’ 

‘fewer than’. 

• Talk about and explore 2D and 3D shapes 9 for 

example, circles, rectangles, triangles and cuboids) 

using informal and mathematical language, ‘sides’, 

‘corners’, ‘straight’, ‘flat’, and ‘round’. 

• Explore the composition of numbers to 10. 

• Compose and decompose shapes so that children 

recognise a shape can have other shapes within it, 

just as numbers can. 

• Automatically recall number bonds for numbers 0-

65 and some to 10.

Understanding of the World 
• Shows interests in the lives of people who are 

familiar to them. 

• Talks about significant events. 

• Asks questions about aspects of their familiar 

world such as the place where they live 

• Talk about some things they have observed, 

plants and  animals. 

• Talk about what they see,  using a wide 

vocabulary. 

• Children talk about past and present. 

• Children know about similarities and 

differences in relation to places. 

• Explore the natural world around them. 

 

 
 

Expressive Arts and Design 

• Create closed shapes with continuous 

lines and begin to use these shapes to 

represent objects. 

• Remember and sing entire songs. 

• Sing the pitch of a tone sung by another 

person ( pitch match). 

• Sing the melodic shape ( moving melody), 

such as up and down, down and up of 

familiar songs 

• Create simple representations of events, 

people and objects. 

• Represent their own ideas, thoughts and 

feelings through D and T, art, music, 

dance, role play and stories.
